The Miracle Well: For three years we did not have 
safe drinking water at the mission, and drove eight 
miles to the closest well. When we attempted to drill 
a well our first year in Haiti, we found only muddy 
water. After much prayer and fasting, another attempt 
was made in March of 1986. God provided an artesian 
well that flows from its own pressure at 180 feet 
underground.  This discovery made it possible for us  
to drill similar wells across the Leogane Plain.

 
30 Churches and Schools: Across the island of 
Hispaniola, New Missions has 30 churches and 30 
elementary schools—27 in Haiti and three in the 
Dominican Republic. The model of ministry is  
to establish a church and school to serve the 
community with Christian education, food and  
medical care. In addition, we have a high school and 
Bible college in both countries and now a professional 
trade school in Haiti.

 
7.0 Earthquake: On January 10, 2010, the historic 
earthquake shook Haiti to its core. Buildings collapsed 
and lives were lost. Soon afterwards spiritual 
growth began, and since that time New Missions has 
established five additional churches and schools over 
a three-year period. New churches are built where 
buildings had been flattened, and beautiful schools  
are helping children grow strong. 

 
High School Land: Thankfully, in early 1987,  
we found land on the main highway that was centrally 
located for access from the surrounding elementary 
schools of New Missions. On this campus a high 
school and Bible college are training a new generation 
of Christian leaders for Haiti. On October 16, 2012,  
the students dedicated their new chapel that replaced 
the one destroyed by the earthquake.

Two Warehouses: Side by side these two warehouse 
facilities will serve our schools and churches in Haiti. 
One building will be e[clusively for food storage. This 
is of utmost importance since we distribute 55 tons of 
rice each month to our schools. The second warehouse 
will be used for storing construction materials—which 
is essential, as we are building and improving our 
campuses and infrastructure. Each warehouse is dock-
high to provide efficient loading and unloading of 
trailers, and has additional height to prevent flooding.

Medical Care: Over the period of one week, 1300 
children and adults received free medical care at the New 
Missions Health Center in Sosua, Dominican Republic. 
Thanks to a joint effort between our Dominican medical 
staff and medical professionals from First Baptist Church 
of Orlando, many were blessed. The Gospel message 
was shared with each patient in addition to the medical 
services provided. All of our students also received 
health e[ams, deworming treatment and vitamins. 
Medical care is given in the love of Christ, and our  
doors are open to the entire community.

Our Newest Church: The mountain region of Belloc is 
home to our 27th church in Haiti. This campus is also 
home to our Belloc Elementary School. Children walk up 
to one and a half hours to attend school at this location. 
It’s very remote and situated on the side of a mountain. 
We welcome your prayers as the Gospel message is 
preached from this new height—reaching beyond our 
current locations. This new church will become a 
ministry of love and care for generations to come.

Our First Church: Our first church at New 0issions, 
in the village of Neply, has a new building to call home. 
The original church was destroyed in the earthquake. 
This open�air structure with two offices in the back 
provides optimum security during a natural disaster and 
is built high off of the ground to prevent flooding. The 
lack of walls around the entire structure gives a natural 
light and and allows the breeze to provide relief from 
the heat. This church is pastored by a graduate of New 
Missions, Yaguel Nerat. Church services are hosted 
weekly to disciple believers and worship the Lord.

Our first 
worship service was in Bord-Mer, serving the village of 
Neply and the coastal community of Bord-Mer. Thirty 
years later, on May 19, 2013, that same church had 
another first³worshipping in their new facility. Their 
current pastor, 27-year-old Pastor Yaguel, is a graduate 
of New Missions.

Our first school 
opened and these students of New 0issions are now 
graduates³serving today to e[pand the vision.
 Tuesday, January 12, 2010, made history when the 
devastating earthquake shortened the lives of many, 
and leveled buildings and homes. Our first church, 
among many others, was destroyed. Temporarily,  
the congregation met inside the dining hall at our 
Bord�0er (lementary School.
 Today, our first church is located on a new 
piece of land in Neply³with a new building, and 
is pastored by Yaguel Nerat, a graduate of New 
0issions. The Gospel has changed everything for 
the people of Neply and Bord�0er. This one church 
began the mission, and now with 2� churches in Haiti

     In 1972, my father went to California for two 
weeks to be with Arthur Blessitt, who was working 
in the Jesus People Movement. I remember every 
Sunday morning before we went to church my father 
would slick back his hair with white Brylcreem, 
and then would dab a little on each of his sons’ 
hair, and rub it in. But, when Dad came home from 
California…everything changed. He let his hair grow 
long, stopped using Brylcreem, and everybody in the 
family began wearing jeans to church.  
 The summer of 1972, my father started Charisma 
Coffeehouse in the basement of our church in 
:orcester, 0$. I went with him to the fish market 
in Boston, and we bought a real fisherman’s net and 
hung it from the ceiling. We painted the walls behind 
the stage bright psychedelic orange 
and purple. We then went to a barrel 
company and bought some oak 
barrels. The electric company gave us 
some round wooden spool ends that 
we used to make the tabletops. Every 
Friday night was a wild crowd of hippies and Jesus 
people. Soon we bought a three-family and then a 
two-family house next to the church. The two-family 
house we called the House of Hope. The three-family 
we called the Household of Faith. We had started a 
Christian community in the heart of the inner-city in 
a very poor neighborhood called Belmont Hill.  
 Our church was right next to Memorial Hospital, 
the largest hospital in the city. On the broad side of 
the church facing the hospital we put up big black 
letters mounted to the white vinyl siding and the 
words said “Jesus Loves You.” Everyone in the 
hospital rooms would see that message when they 
looked out their windows.

     In 1972, my father went to California for two 
weeks to be with Arthur Blessitt, who was working 
in the Jesus People Movement. I remember every 
Sunday morning before we went to church my father 
would slick back his hair with white Brylcreem, 
and then would dab a little on each of his sons’ 
hair, and rub it in. But, when Dad came home from 
California…everything changed. He let his hair grow 
long, stopped using Brylcreem, and everybody in the 
family began wearing jeans to church.  
 The summer of 1972, my father started Charisma 
Coffeehouse in the basement of our church in 
:orcester, 0$. I went with him to the fish market 
in Boston, and we bought a real fisherman’s net and 
hung it from the ceiling. We painted the walls behind 
the stage bright psychedelic orange 
and purple. We then went to a barrel 
company and bought some oak 
barrels. The electric company gave us 
some round wooden spool ends that 
we used to make the tabletops. Every 
Friday night was a wild crowd of hippies and Jesus 
people. Soon we bought a three-family and then a 
two-family house next to the church. The two-family 
house we called the House of Hope. The three-family 
we called the Household of Faith. We had started a 
Christian community in the heart of the inner-city in 
a very poor neighborhood called Belmont Hill.  
 Our church was right next to Memorial Hospital, 
the largest hospital in the city. On the broad side of 
the church facing the hospital we put up big black 
letters mounted to the white vinyl siding and the 
words said “Jesus Loves You.” Everyone in the 
hospital rooms would see that message when they 
looked out their windows. When you drove up

After Gretchen was married and 
gave birth to Jonathan she attended an evening art 
class at Night Life—a program of the Worcester 
Public Schools. She gave my mother this painting as a 
thank you gift. On the outside it looks like a yard sale 
painting. But, to me, the old painting is priceless.

One	person	was	
blindfolded	and	had	to	walk	with	their	hands	
outstretched	to	try	to	touch	another	person…and	then	
shout,	“TAG!”	When	I	am	struggling	to	have	faith,	
I	feel	blindfolded.	I	know	I	must	move,	and	act,	and	
reach	out	to	Him.
	 On	April	2,	2013,	I	signed	paperwork	enabling

years	in	a	home.	But,	I	was	having	a	
problem	finding	enough	faith	to	have	
faith.	It	didn’t	seem	rational	to	buy	land	
with	the	frontage	only	one	third	of	the	
depth	of	the	land.		My	mind	shouted,	“You	are	buying	
an	alleyway!”	I	signed,	uncomfortable	with	the	
blindfold—hoping	I	was	going	in	the	right	direction.	
I	asked	myself,	“Was	I	acting	in	faith?	Was	I	signing	
because	of	the	need?	Was	I	disciplining	my	mind	 
to	be	positive,	or	resigning	to	the	possibility	of	
making	a	mistake?”	I	wanted	to	believe	I	had	the	 
gift	of	faith	to	believe.
	 Staring	at	the	printed	land	plot,	I	started	moving	
around	the	land	in	my	mind.	Could	the	first	portion	
of	the	land	be	a	beautiful,	peaceful	garden—where	
one	could	sit	to	rest	or	find	solace?	Could	there	

be	a	unique	building	for	a	church	and	a	school	
on	the	second	portion	of	the	land?	And	I	know	I	
want	that	third	portion	of	the	land	to	be	for	sports	
and	recreation—for	the	children	and	youth	of	this	
disadvantaged	community.

On	August	6,	2013,	
the	land	was	officially	purchased.	Now	I	want	to	 
have	faith	to	believe	God	to	see	this	Playa	Laguna	
mission	built.
	 There	was	a	man	who	came	to	Jesus	needing	
something	he	could	not	see	(Mark	9).	This	father	had	
a	son	who	was	having	seizures.	The	father	pleaded	
with	Jesus	(verse	22),	“But if You can do anything, 

have compassion and help us!”	He	says	
(verse	23),	“All things are possible for 

one who believes!”	Immediately,	the	
boy’s	father	cried	out,	“I believe! Help 

my unbelief!”	(The	first	miracle	is	the	
gift	of	faith	for	the	father	to	believe	
in	God,	and	the	second	miracle	is	the	

healing	he	could	not	see.)
	 Unbelief	keeps	us	blindfolded	and	powerless	
spiritually.	God	gives	each	one	of	us	a	gift	of	faith,	
and	we	need	to	exercise	our	faith	to	keep	having	 
faith	in	God.
	 The	father	wanted	to	believe.	He	wanted	his	son	
to	be	delivered,	healed,	and	normal.

We	have	begun	
to	celebrate	our	salvation	now,	and	the	party	will	go	
on	throughout	eternity.
	 When	do	I	have	faith?	I	remember	playing	a	
simple	game	of	tag	as	a	child.	One	person	was	
blindfolded	and	had	to	walk	with	their	hands	
outstretched	to	try	to	touch	another	person…and	then	
shout,	“TAG!”	When	I	am	struggling	to	have	faith,	
I	feel	blindfolded.	I	know	I	must	move,	and	act,	and	
reach	out	to	Him.
	 On	April	2,	2013,	I	signed	paperwork	enabling	
New	Missions	to	purchase	land	in	Playa	
Laguna.	Christians	from	our	community	
have	been	meeting	for	more	than	five	
years	in	a	home.	But,	I	was	having	a	
problem	finding	enough	faith	to	have	
faith.	It	didn’t	seem	rational	to	buy	land	
with	the	frontage	only	one	third	of	the	
depth	of	the	land.		My	mind	shouted,	“You	are	buying	
an	alleyway!”	I	signed,	uncomfortable	with	the	
blindfold—hoping	I	was	going	in	the	right	direction.	
I	asked	myself,	“Was	I	acting	in	faith?	Was	I	signing	
because	of	the	need?	Was	I	disciplining	my	mind	 
to	be	positive,	or	resigning	to	the	possibility	of	
making	a	mistake?”	I	wanted	to	believe	I	had	the	 
gift	of	faith	to	believe.
	 Staring	at	the	printed	land	plot,	I	started	moving	
around	the	land	in	my	mind.	Could	the	first	portion	
of	the	land	be	a	beautiful,	peaceful	garden—where	
one	could	sit	to	rest	or	find	solace?	Could	there	

be	a	unique	building	for	a	church	and	a	school	
on	the	second	portion	of	the	land?	And	I	know	I	
want	that	third	portion	of	the	land	to	be	for	sports	
and	recreation—for	the	children	and	youth	of	this	
disadvantaged	community.
	 Without	faith,	I	cannot	do	anything.	I	cannot	
move.	I	must	pray	in	faith,	praise	God	in	faith,	and	
do	what	I	can	in	faith	to	keep	moving;	not	seeing,	but	
walking	with	hands	outstretched.	On	August	6,	2013,	
the	land	was	officially	purchased.	Now	I	want	to	 
have	faith	to	believe	God	to	see	this	Playa	Laguna	
mission	built.
	 There	was	a	man	who	came	to	Jesus	needing	
something	he	could	not	see	(Mark	9).	This	father	had	
a	son	who	was	having	seizures.	The	father	pleaded	
with	Jesus	(verse	22),	“But if You can do anything, 

have compassion and help us!”	He	says	
(verse	23),	“All things are possible for 

one who believes!”	Immediately,	the	
boy’s	father	cried	out,	“I believe! Help 

my unbelief!”	(The	first	miracle	is	the	
gift	of	faith	for	the	father	to	believe	
in	God,	and	the	second	miracle	is	the	

healing	he	could	not	see.)
	 Unbelief	keeps	us	blindfolded	and	powerless	
spiritually.	God	gives	each	one	of	us	a	gift	of	faith,	
and	we	need	to	exercise	our	faith	to	keep	having	 
faith	in	God.
	 The	father	wanted	to	believe.	He	wanted	his	son	
to	be	delivered,	healed,	and	normal.	We	also	desire	to	
believe.	It	is	not	just	believing,	but	believing	in	God...
our	God	who	sees,	hears,	cares,	and	is	able!	I	believe!	
God,	help	my	unbelief;	continue	to	give	me	the	gift	
of	faith	so	I	can	believe	and	see	and	take	off	the
